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Meanwhile.at 6:00 p.m. on the 25th day of the 8th month on Temmon 11(9/23/1543),

one large ship came to a small inlet near Nishimura on our island of Tanego.

In consequences,Tokitaka dispatched several dozen boats and had tow the foreign ship
to Akaogi,where she arrived_at 10 a.m. on the 27th,
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
